Historical Note:

The Daughters of the American Colonists “promotes the history and deeds of the American
colonists, records and publishes the same; commemorates deeds of colonial interest, inculcates
and fosters love of America and its institutions by all residents; obeys its laws and venerates its
flag—the emblem of its power and civic righteousness.” Members are adult, female citizens of
the United States who can prove they are lineal descendants of an ancestor who rendered civil or
military service in any of the colonies prior to July 4, 1776. Membership is approved by the
National Society.

The Thomas Sanford Chapter, Daughters of the American Colonists was organized in Cape
Girardeau on March 9, 1935. The chapter met regularly to conduct the work of the organization.
