Historical Note:

Louis Nevins was born in Columbia, Missouri, in 1978, to Kim Meyer and Monte Nevins. He
started playing music at twelve and joined his first band, Jimsonweed, while attending West
Junior High School (later West Middle School). Nevins played in numerous bands as a Hickman
High School student and while attending college, most often as a bassist and lyricist.

His solo project, Fumes, started while Nevins was living in Illinois, incorporating electronic beat
machines to fill out the instrumentation. He returned to Columbia in the late 2000s and continued
to perform in the local music scene, both as Fumes and as a bassist, vocalist, and lyricist in larger
bands.
