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Historical Note:

Richard Young has degrees in art, anthropology, and historic preservation, all from Southeast
Missouri State University. He has participated in academic-related archaeological excavations
each year since 2001 and works as a research assistant at Saint Louis University. He focuses on
particularly documenting prehistoric and historic artifacts and activities at caves throughout
Southeast Missouri. The collection contains 10 cultural resource surveys conducted for
academic or personal research.

Arrangement:

The collection has been arranged into a single series arranged chronologically.

Scope and Content Note:

This collection contains ten cultural resource survey reports. The first report, Mack's Chapel and
the African American Community of Seventy-Six, Missouri documents a now-extinct post-Civil
War African American community of formerly enslaved people who once flourished in
southeastern Perry County, Mo. Of particular interest to researchers are the approximately 300
African American individuals which Young identified to have lived in Seventy-Six from 1850-
1945. Sources include vital records, census records, deed records, county school records,
newspaper accounts, slave narratives, published sources and first-person interviews.

Seven of the reports are related to caves in Ste. Genevieve and Perry Counties. One Hundred
Years of Caving in Perry County, Missouri: As Reported in Community Newspapers between the
vears 1862 and 1962 (2024) compiles a century of cave-related newspaper reports in an easily
accessible indexed format. The six cultural resource survey reports feature in-depth analysis of
caves in Perry and Ste. Genevieve counties, noting prehistoric or historic utilization or
modification. The reports are drafted in a manner to protect the name and location of sensitive
archeological resources, and final reports have been filed with Missouri’s State Historic
Preservation Office. Details of the findings of the studies will be of particular interest to
researchers interested in prehistoric artifacts and evidence of aboriginal populations in Perry
County, Mo.

Two reports relate to the built environment: The Martin Buchheit House: A Structural Survey
and Historical Analysis (2019) and Our Daily Bread: Frohna and Its Mill (2025). Each report
contains textual descriptions of the featured cultural resources, historical analysis, illustrations,
photographs, and documentation.
