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William Bull was born in Shelbyville, Kentucky, in 1843. He moved to St. Louis and joined the
Confederacy during the American Civil War. After the war he organized Company E, First
Regiment, National Guard, also known as the Rainwater Rifles. Bull worked in insurance and
also became inspector general on the staff of Governor David R. Francis. He died on January 8,
1928, in Miami, Florida.
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
