The Rose Lesky Stolowy and Sol Stolowy Papers consist of financial and customer 

records for Midtown Fabric Shop and Kansas City Custom Garment Company. 

Additional materials include three sets of tailor patterns, audio visual advertisements for 

Midtown Fabric Shop, family photographs, and correspondence related to the Stolowy 

family of Kansas City, Missouri.  

 

Sol Stolowy was born on January 3, 1908, in Warsaw, Poland, to Harry and Anna 

Zelanene Stolowv. He immigrated to the United States in 1926, settling in Kansas City, 

Missouri, where he began working at the Kansas City Custom Garment Company. 

Stolowy married Rose Lesky, the owner and operator of the Midtown Fabric Shop in 

Kansas City, Missouri, in 1930. By 1950, Stolowy had purchased and began operating 

the Kansas City Custom Garment Company until 1982.  Between 1982 and 1994 Stolowy 

opened the tailor shop, S & R Custom Tailors, across the street from the Kansas City 

Custom Garment Company.   

 

Stolowy was an active member of the Jewish Community. He was a member of the 

Congregation Beth Shalom, the Jewish Community Center, B’nai B’rith, Rockhill 

Masonic Lodge, and Ararat Shrine. Stolowy died on November 15, 1999, and is buried at 

Mount Carmel Cemetery in Raytown, Missouri.
